Set objective

Implemented activities

TYVA through its department LAN implemented the following activities ;
1. Role of Youth CSO86s in Enhancing Tax & Tax

Tax Justice Youth Advocacy dialogue was a half day event aimed at gathering about

(50 youth) young entrepreneurs, youth from CSOs and youth with disabilities together

with Tanzania Revenue Authority (TRA) officers to discuss and come -up with
recommendation s on Tax in relation with service delivery for further advocacy. The
dialogue was commenced on 13th April 2018 in Dar es Salaam.

The activity was scheduled to create a room for youth in Tanzania to engage and
understand the power of tax and encourage young entrepreneurs to pay taxes as a
part of increasing Government revenue and improving social services e.g. in health,

education and infrastructures.

The dialogue also engaged youth in online campaign through Online Dira Dialogue a
week before in our socia | networks through the #NguvuYaKodi to which we reached
about 571,980 impressions and 503,401 accounts whereby youth discussed, engaged

as well as followed the dialogue through digital advocacy campaign conducted

during the day.
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The dialogue had two main sessions; the first session involved youth panel led by Mr.
Justine Mponda and Ms. Sophia Mbeyela from The Peace for People with Disabilities
Organization and the 2 " panel which was led by the youth entrepreneur for Pweza
Café Mr. Alfred Kiwuyo and TRA officer to discuss on the Tax in relation to service
delivery then followed by the open discussion participants after each panel discussions

led by the event coordinator.
